On his death in 2007, Ryszard Kapuściński was hailed as a literary giant by writers worldwide. It is fitting that many of 

those who praised the great Polish journalist were novelists, poets, and authors who are famous mainly for fiction. This is 

because it has come to light that a lot of the details of Kapuściński’s work may have strayed from the realms of factual 

reporting into the field of creative writing. 

Born in Pinsk, which is now part of Belarus, in 1932, Kapuściński was renowned for his daredevil approach to his craft. 

He frequently put himself in life-or-death positions in danger zones around the world and was famously a witness to 27 

revolutions and coups during his time as a reporter. Although Kapuściński’s boss told him he should remain behind his desk 

and stay out of trouble, Kapuściński, possessed by a restless spirit, escaped to begin yet another adventure. 

Unfortunately, the details of many of the situations Kapuściński described had later been called into question. Three 

years after his death, a book was even published that cast doubt on whether Kapuściński was present at many of the events he 

depicted. Artur Domostawski’s biography reveals so many inaccuracies and inconsistencies in Kapuściński’s reporting that it 

is hard to know where fact ends and fiction begins. According to the biographer, Kapuściński’s claim to have witnessed the 

killing of students by government forces in Mexico in 1968 cannot be trusted. Domoslawski says that it is just one of many 

inventions. 

However, Domostawski, who knew Kapuściński well, still considers him a great writer, and he does not try to destroy 

Kapuściński's reputation. While pointing out his hero’s faults, he tries to explain why Kapuściński crossed the lines between 

fact and fiction. In the end, he believes Kapuściński was aiming to present a higher artistic truth in his work.

Social insurance programs are often plagued by costs arising from fraudulent or otherwise improper payment of benefits 

or claims. It has been estimated that Social Security fraud alone costs taxpayers millions, and possibly billions, of dollars each 

year. Fraudulent Social Security activities include collecting retirement or disability benefits by persons who are not qualified 

to receive them. In fiscal year 2019, the Social Security Administration estimates that it made about $7.9 billion worth of 

“improper payments,” which includes everything from innocent mistakes to willful fraud. 

Another criticism of social insurance is its so-called “moral hazard.” People who are secure in the knowledge that they 

are insured against virtually all future eventualities may become more likely to take potentially hazardous actions. Because the 

government provides insurance to virtually everyone, it cannot monitor the insured and is forced to pay the costs of their 

immoral actions. 

In the case of unemployment benefits, the moral hazard requires that individuals only be partially insured against 

unemployment. This is because history has shown that when unemployed workers are fully compensated, they lack any 

incentive to look for work. Instead, benefits paid to workers during unemployment must be only a fraction of their previous 

salary and paid only while they are actively seeking employment. 

While programs like unemployment insurance and workers’ compensation have obvious social and economic benefits, 

they also negatively affect the labor supply by encouraging workers to remain out of work as long as possible. To prevent 

being crippled by fraudulent claims for benefits, the programs are burdened by the costly tasks of determining whether 

workers became unemployed due to unavoidable circumstances or by choice and of monitoring the validity of their required 

ongoing job search.
